Henry Lawson: Poet Or Prophet? (Part One)

"He knew intimately the real Aus-
tralia ...and above all the dauntless
spirit of the Australians.”

These words were spoken in eulogy
by the Prime Minister of Australia,
W. M. (Billy) Hughes, after Law-
son’s death on the 2" of September
1922. The Sydney funeral was wit-
ness to the largest number of Aus-
tralians in this nation’s history ever
to turn out to pay their final re-
spects to another Australian. The
entire 12 km route from St Andrews
Cathedral to Waverly Cemetery was
lined with mourners representing
every section of the Australian com-
munity - from Clerks and Storemen
to the Prime Minister, State Prem-
iers, Judges and members of both
Federal and State Parliaments.

This mass phenomenon was not so
much as to acknowledge the man
or his life, but to pay homage to an
idea born from his pen, of an Aus-
tralian People living free from for-
eign influence and sharing an un-
selfish concern for the welfare of
their fellow Australians, as part of
their essential national character.
This eldest son of a poor farmer,
who left school at the age of 13 and
who was forced to migrate to the
slums and factories of late nine-
teenth century Sydney, became the
most popular and published writer
in Australia’s history.

The popularity of Henry Lawson’s
writings amongst Australians arose
because they painted an authentic
portrait of the Australian People
which, whilst reading them, saw
itself. In his works Australians saw
themselves and through his works,
the Australians saw themselves re-
membered to posterity. He was
loved, because through the charac-
ters in his stories he attributed to
the Australian People the qualities
and attributes that they themselves
wished to possess and he showed
them to be the type of people
whom they wished to be.

Henry Lawson had a dream that
Australia would become the perfect
society. He is a philosopher just as
much as Plato, who espoused a
similar dream in his ‘Republic’, or
Thomas Moore with his ‘Utopia’.
This perfect society, free of crime,
injustice, poverty, exploitation and
unhappiness, would be “*home” to a
clean living, prosperous, upstand-
ing, healthy and happy Australian
Race. Lawson envisioned that Aus-
tralia would be a shining example
to the world of how all the evils in-
fecting a society could be expunged
by a homogeneous, self-respecting
and altruistic-minded community.

If Henry Parkes is to be remem-
bered as the “Father of Federation”,
then Henry Lawson must be recog-
nized as the Father of our People,
who sculptured and breathed life
into the clay from which the Aus-
tralian People sprang.

Henry Lawson was the standard
bearer and chronicler of those peo-
ple who wished to be identified as
Australians. He acted as “midwife”
during the emergence of a new eth-
nic group which evolved from the
children of the expellees and refu-
gees from Britain and Europe who
had sought to create upon this last
unspoilt tract of earth, a new soc-

-iety and culture of their own making,
free from all that was bad in the Old
World.

The Australians, as described by Law-
son, are not English, Scott,

Polish or Anglo - but simply Australi-
ans. A hybrid People, autochthonous
and native to “The Great Southern
Land”, they are descendants of the
various European Peoples who migrat-
ed or were expelled from all the Old
World lands during the 18th and 19th
Centuries . The end of the 19th Cen-
tury saw the completion of an evolu-
tionary process, the establishment of
an essential identity and culture-spirit
- and its product, the Australian Peo-
ple. It democratically decided to be
legally recognised as such. One of the
Australian Parliament’s first acts was
to legislate to protect this Australian
identity.

Henry Lawson recognised that the
newly evolved ethnic group, “"The Aus-
tralians”, would always remain a mi-
nority amongst the more populous
peoples of the world. Their only hope
of avoiding extinction was for them to
develop both a reserved pride in their
national character and altruism,; this
was described by Lawson as socialism,
a faith that would weld all Australians,
no matter what position they held in
society, into an inseparable - and
therefore everlasting - national com-
munity.

Today, most attention concentrates on
Lawson’s literary career, rarely touch-
ing on his political views and making
no reference to his philosophical writ-
ings, which were cloaked in poetry
and parable. Acknowledgment is sel-
dom given to Lawson’s rare insight
into the problems which have faced,
and are still being faced, by Australi-
ans today, - such as the water crisis,
globalisation, foreign investment,
crime, poverty, housing affordability,
immigration and the debate over who
really is an Australian.

Few authors writing about Lawson
deal with his prophet-like ability to
foretell events, such as the failure of
Britain to defend Australia in the Sec-
ond World War, the rise and then de-
mise through greed of Australian in-
dustry, the Global Food Cirisis, the
world-wide fratricidal wars that would
see the end of European hegemony
and the rise of the USA, Asia and In-
dia, all that which came to threaten
the way of life of a poorly-governed
Australia.

The works of Henry Lawson that are
still well known are most likely to be
the often humorous depictions of Aus-
tralian life in Lawson’s time. This is
the “safe” Henry Lawson, safe for
those people amongst us who profit
from the distress of the Australian
People and safe for those who make a
living from enacting policies that will
deny following generations of Australi-
ans the high standard of living and
security that they themselves grew up
with. These selfish people have no
place in Lawson’s Australia. These
profiteers and vandals find comfort
that the writings of Lawson will perish
through obscurity along with his vision
of an Australia that could have been.

Today the Australian People struggle
to survive in a new Dark Age. But,
just as the Age of Enlightenment
sprang from the rediscovery of the
knowledge of the ancients by the 18th

Century Europeans, so the re-
discovery of our own uniquely Aus-
tralian philosophy contained in the
writings of Henry Lawson will give
fuel to an Australian renaissance that
will ensure the survival of the Aus-
tralian People from extinction.

It was the Australian People’s great-
est misfortune that ‘our’ Henry Law-
son was a shy, unassuming and sen-
timental person unsuited to being a
Politician. But, it is a rare thing that
a People are blessed with a philoso-
pher who is also a politician and who
can make their revolutionary ideas
into a reality. Perhaps we are yet to
see the Australian arise from our
midst that will make Henry Lawson’s
dreams into reality. In the mean-
time, it is our duty as Australians - if
we wish to prevent the not-so-
distant future extinction of the Aus-
tralian People - to keep his teach-
ings, dreams and spirit alive through
these Dark Ages, until ‘that’ Australi-
an comes.

“"Listen through Houses and
Senate - listen from east to
west

For the voice of one Australi-
an who will stand above the
rest;

Who will lead in his country’s
dawning, who will lead in his
man hoods noon -

The man will come with the
hour, but the hour may come
too soon.”

Amend the Australian Constitution such that
the people can initiate a constitutional referen-
dum which, if approved by the Australian peo-
ple, will amend the Australian Constitution.
This simple step will confirm the political au-
thority of voters and make legislators aware
that they are the servants of the Australian
People, not their masters. The people directly
should also possess the sovereign right and
the power to initiate other legislation

Promote policies that strengthen and protect
the traditional family.

Promote policies that recognise the interde-
pendence of city and country.

9 Democratise Other Policy Issues

All other policies (non-core policies) are mat-
ters of free conscience and are not binding
upon Australia First's future parliamentarians
or councillors who are to represent their elec-
torates.

Issues of public interest on which Australia
First needs to formulate policy will be can-
vassed with the party membership, and plebi-
scites conducted where deemed appropriate
by the party’s National Council. The party also
permits branches to formulate specific elec-
toral policies or community policies not incon-
sistent with the Eight Core Policies.

From time to time, the party will issue materi-
al that provides interpretation of the core poli-
cies. This interpretative material would reflect
the spirit of the party.

The organizational purpose for this statement
of policy and system for policy creation is sim-
ple: Australia First does not require weighty
tomes which change from month to month, as
do the programmes of the Establishment par-
ties and those who ape them. It requires a
focus for action and for unity within the party.
